5. Stello Prosecco £26

VENETO, ITALY

A soft, fruity and refreshing sparkling wine with citrus, pear and floral flavours 
and aromas.

6. Antech Cremant De Limoux, £34
‘Expression’ Brut
LIMOUX, FRANCE

Aged traditionally and generously on its lees, this is a beautiful, balanced wine, 
with elegant aromas of orchard fruit and honeyed spice. The palate marries more 
exotic fruits with a clean, pebbly backdrop.

7. Veuve Cliquot Brut N.V. £65

Bright and sharp on the nose, with a strong character of citrus, finishing gradually 
with warm brioche notes. Zest of pepper, nutmeg, and fresh almond.

8. Bollinger Special Cuvée Brut N.V. £80

Aromas of apple, lime and stone fruit. The palate has fresh peach fruit balanced by a 
lively citrusy tang - giving a crisp and dry finish.

1. Tierre Del Rey Sauvignon Blanc £5.50

CHILE

This refreshing Sauvignon Blanc is delicate on the palate with herbaceous & tropical 
fruit notes. A bright acidity shines through to complement this wine which pairs well 
with pasta and poultry.

2. Tierre Del Rey Merlot £5.50

CHILE

Rich Black Cherry and Plum, displaying further complexity on the palate with hints 
of dark Chocolate. Medium-bodied and well-balanced with a rich, pleasing finish.

3. Bear & Star White Zinfandel £5.50

USA

This has plenty of raspberry and watermelon fruit flavours. Juicy and light, it has a 
refreshing bright acidity on the finish

10. Les Oliviers Sauvignon Vermentino £19
LANGUEDOC, FRANCE

A deliciously refreshing change from straight Sauvignon Blanc. This wine takes 
the zesty grapefruit characters of Sauvignon and complements it  with the rounded 
texture of Vermentino.

11. Steep Street Sauvignon Blanc £25
MARLBOROUGH, NEW ZEALAND

Perfumed with nettle ripe tropical fruits which are also evident on the palate 
along with limey flavours and a rich minerality - classic Marlborough Sauvignon. 
The wine is sappy fresh, clean and delicious.

12. Peth Wetz Estate Riesling £27
RHEINHESSEN, GERMANY

Elegant and classical Riesling, with aromas of tropical fruits. On the palate, 
there are flavours of green apples and citrus, pineapple and melon with a great 
deal of complexity.

13. Domaine Felines Jourdan Picpoul de Pinet £28
LANGUEDOC, FRANCE

There’s almost a whiff of the Etang de Thau itself in this wine, a seawater - and - 
sunlight richness, while the palate is rich, full, penetrating, zesty and long: 
a worthy standard-bearer for the region.

14. La Val Luny Albariño £30
RIAS BAIXAS, SPAIN

Aromas of apple, lime and stone fruit. The palate has fresh peach fruit balanced by a 
lively citrusy tang - giving a crisp and dry finish.

15. Stone’s Throw Chardonnay £22
VICTORIA, AUSTRALIA

This always shows prominent tangerine notes on the nose and this vintage also 
shows intense grapefruit, lime and hints of spice. Refreshingly unoaked, citrus and 
white peach flavours and linear mineral finish.

16. Stello Pinot Grigio £23
DELLE VENEZIE, ITALY

A fresh dry white with gentle floral and citrus aromas. Crisp and delicate on the 
palate with orchard fruit and lightly honeyed notes, balanced by lemony acidity 
and a fresh, dry finish.

17. False Bay 'Slow' Chenin Blanc £24
COASTAL REGION, SOUTH AFRICA

Soft aromas of dried apricots with an oak & vanilla undertow on the nose. White 
fleshed peaches, almond paste & windfall oranges on the palate.

18. Domaine Coudoulet Viognier £26
LANGUEDOC, FRANCE

It has some lovely honeysuckle and peach aromas with ripe melon, apricot and honey 
on the palate. Delicious and complex with weight, structure, restraint and perfect 
acidity. This is a cracker!

19. Vila Nova Alvarinho £28
VINHO VERDE, PORTUGAL

Bright citrus aromas with hints of mandarin. Fresh and lively on the palate with citrus 
characters, textural stone fruit and appealing minerality on the finish.

20. Domaine Jean Marc Brocard Chablis 2018 £42
BURGUNDY, FRANCE

This brilliant medium-bodied Chablis has pure aromas and flavours of green apples, 
lemons and limes, with just a whisper of stony minerality.

21. Simon et Daniel Chotard Sancerre 2018 £44
LOIRE, FRANCE

The nose is a paean to Sauvignon Blanc, with aromas including grass, gooseberry and 
passionfruit. There’s a slight smoky character to the long, fresh finish. A memorable 
match for goats’ cheese

22. Xanadu Estate Chardonnay 2017 £44
MARGARET RIVER, WESTERN AUSTRALIA

This bright and refreshing wine offers aromas and flavours of pear, grapefruit and 
nectarine with underlying hints of toast. It is medium-bodied with a creamy mouth-
feel and a crisp, lingering finish.

23. Cloudy Bay Sauvignon Blanc 2018 £50
MARLBOROUGH, NEW ZEALAND

Clean, crisp and punchy in the mouth, with a saline quality to the intense citrus and 
gooseberry fruit. Fresh pea and subtle stone fruit flavours emerge on the mid-palate 
and lead into a long and vibrant finish.

30. Peth Wetz Estate Spatburgunder £32
(Pinot Noir) RHEINHESSEN, GERMANY

Notes of bright red cherry, blueberry, clove, black tea leaf and cinnamon are 
consistent from the nose to the palate where they are met by crisp acidity and 
round tannins.

31. Domaine Bernard Métrat Fleurie, La Roilette, £37
Vieilles Vignes BEAUJOLAIS, FRANCE

There’s an attractive savoury note to the nose, as well as the ethereal aromas of 
flowers and violets synonymous with the best wines of Fleurie. On the palate, 
expect fresh acidity and fine, chalky tannins. 

32. Mount Edward Ted Pinot Noir £50
CENTRAL OTAGO, NEW ZEALAND

Wonderful aromas of dark berry fruits, spice, savoury tones and thyme. A sinewy 
palate full of bright fruit flavours with a delicate herbal thread throughout.  
Fabulous with smoky pork loin or barbequed salmon.

33. Stone’s Throw Shiraz £22
VICTORIA, AUSTRALIA

This attractively fruity Shiraz in a cooler-climate style has concentrated mulberry 
and black pepper notes combined with soft plummy fruit flavours and smooth 
savoury tannins.

34. Les Volets Malbec £25
VALLEÉ DE L’AUDE, FRANCE

Soft and pretty on the nose with aromas of violet, cassis and sweet spices. Big and 
bold on the palate displaying more of the same plus some liquorice, and lingering 
on the finish.

35. Artesa Crianza £26
RIOJA, SPAIN

Bright ripe aromas of black fruit with hints of liquorice and mocha. Cherry and 
plum fruit on the palate with acidity and balancing tannins. A very approachable, 
modern and satisfying Crianza.

36. Uggiano Chianti Coll i  Fiorentini £29
ITALY, TUSCANY

Cherry and spice aromas lead to a fresh and vibrant palate of black cherry and 
ripe plum. This is all  backed by more spice, savoury notes and supple tannins to 
give real depth.

37. 'Les Coteaux' Côtes Du Rhone £32
Villages RHONE, FRANCE

Immediately impressive this wine reveals its class from the start. Brambly fruit 
underpinned by subtle oaky nuances, lovely sweet spice; warm star anise with a 
touch of cinnamon.

38. The Black Craft Shiraz £34
BAROSSA VALLEY, AUSTRALIA

A compelling, dark and rich chocolately beast. This is a classic Barossa Shiraz with 
intense savoury flavours ofthick blackberry compote, black pepper and typical iron-
rich beefy flavours. A serious Shiraz for grown-ups!!

39. Les Oliviers Merlot Mourvedere £19
LANGUEDOC, FRANCE

A garnet red wine with purple tints, with a pretty bouquet of red fruits on the  
nose - fresh with notes of sweet spices. The palate is round and generous with  
a soft, fruity finish.

40. Bodega Norton Finca La Colonia Colección £28
Malbec MENDOZA, ARGENTINA

A deep red colour with violet hues. Aromas of ripe red fruit, cassis and black pepper, with 
more fruit and a touch of spice on the palate. Elegant and smooth with a long finish.

41. Xanadu Exmoor Cabernet Sauvignon £33
MARGARET RIVER, WESTERN AUSTRALIA

Vibrant, characteristic aromas of blackcurrants, ripe briary fruits, and mocha entwined 
with hints of spicy, toasty oak. The full-bodied palate is packed full of juicy ripe  
blackberries, cassis and dark chocolate characters.

42. Monte del Frà Valpolicella Classico £33
Superiore Ripasso VENETO, ITALY

Deep ruby red in colour, the nose is of cherries, plums, liquorice, pepper and cinnamon. 
The palate is dry and full with good fruit and well balanced with soft tannins.  
A powerful but elegant wine.

43. Chateau Viramiere St Emilion £45
Grand Cru 2015 BORDEAUX, FRANCE

Powerful and complex nose with ripe red fruits entangled in delicate vanilla notes. 
Soft and well-balanced on the palate, it delivers fresh fruits flavours together with  
a subtle but persistent range of flavours.

44. Chateau Senejac Cru Bourgeois 2014 £50
BORDEAUX, FRANCE

A touch of  c lass ic  Cabernet  Sauvignon graphite  and lead pencil  notes  gives 
the nose a more serious deeper edge.  Sleek and fresh,  the palate offers  sweet 
redcurrant fruit  in abundance. 

45. Famille Perrin Châteauneuf du Pape £60
Les Sinards 2016 RHONE, FRANCE

Floral, elegant and perfumed with lively notes of plums, blackberry, underbrush, pepper 
and licorice, it has good acidity, medium-bodied richness and outstanding length.

46. Château Musar 2012 £60
BEKAA VALLEY, LEBANON

Concentrated plum and blackberry fruit, hints of fig, prune, distinct liquorice and 
spice. Firm but fine tannins, good acidity and body, vibrant and fresh with streaks of 
cedar and cinnamon. A modern day classic. 

47. Sebastian Magnien Beaune, Les Aigrots £60
1er Cru BURGUNDY, FRANCE

Utterly delicious Burgundy, with a nice balance of ripe fruit and hints of forest 
floor. Forest strawberries, oak and subtle leather in the aroma.Very nice acidity  
and integrated tannins work well to balance things out.

LANGUEDOC, FRANCE

Pale salmon pink in the glass with delicate aromas of meadow flowers. Textured, with 
tangy berry flavours that meld with the satisfying spicy notes from Cinsault.

51. Another Story White Zinfandel Rosé £21
CALIFORNIA, USA

A major crowd pleaser from the Sunshine State! Luscious strawberry ice cream on the 
nose supported by a bright, berry fruited palate and an off-dry finish. Hugely juicy!

60. Chateau Partarrieu Sauternes 375ML £33

BORDEAUX, FRANCE

Lovely honeyed grapefruit with some gentle candied lemon on the nose. Very intense on 
the palate with some good natural fruit sweetness and vibrant acidity

61. Warre’s Late Bottled Vintage 750ML £46
DOURO VALLEY, PORTUGAL

This elegant port is deep ruby in colour with a reddish rim and has rich flavours of 
sweet plums, raisins, dark chocolate and coffee.

62. Warre’s Otima 10yr Tawny 750ML £42
DOURO VALLEY, PORTUGAL

Rich Tawny colour, with an excellent note of nuts and hints mature fruits, and a long 
elegant finish.

74. Domaine Michel Girard Sancerre ‘Silex’ £70
2018 Magnum LOIRE, FRANCE

This opens with a sensational, energetic, almost crackly nose of gunsmoke,  
orange oil and earthy, stoney notes. The full palate is lively and expressive  
with pronounced minerality and a long, long finish. Fantastique!!

75. ‘Les Coteaux’ Côtes Du Rhone Villages £57

2016 Magnum RHONE, FRANCE

Immediately impressive this wine reveals its class from the start. Brambly fruit  
underpinned by subtle oaky nuances, lovely sweet spice; warm star anise with a  
touch of cinnamon.

76. Onatañón Rioja Reserva  2012 Magnum £60
RIOJA, SPAIN

Aromas of bramble fruit with spice and lightly floral notes. On the palate plum and 
blackberry fruit flavours combine with ample acidity, minerality and earthy notes.  
It has a fine structure, and supple tannins give elegance and length.

77. Chateau Lamothe-Cisac 2016 Magnum £70
BORDEAUX, FRANCE

A traditional style of Bordeaux that has elegance and savoury fruit in abundance. 
Shows off the charms of succulent, plummy, wild berry fruit and the classic cedar 
aromas of good barrel ageing. Medium bodied with a long, complex finish.
